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“What is the Resurrection and are we in it now”
The scripture is very clear about the resurrection and what it is. The “Resurrection” is a Person; a specific Person! John 11:25-26 Jesus said unto her, I am the resurrection, and the life: he that believeth in me, though he were dead, yet shall he live: And whosoever liveth and believeth in me shall never die. Believest thou this?

We do not need to speak further about what the resurrection is. The answer to the question, “Are we in it now” is very clear! Are you in Christ? Have you given your life to him and do you live and believe in him? If this is true then you can never die! The resurrection is not an event, it is not something to happen in the future, it is not something that will happen in the graveyards, but the resurrection is a Person; Jesus Christ. If you are in Jesus Christ then you are in the resurrection. 

The Bible does not talk about graveyard resurrections and flesh bodies rising from the tombs. The flesh bodies of the Old Testament Saints are still in the graves well after the resurrection of Jesus Christ. Adam died and we all died because of our representation in that person. Jesus resurrected and we all resurrected because of our representation in that person. The flesh body of Jesus Christ is my body, my sacrifice and my resurrection. I became the flesh and bone of Jesus. I am flesh of his flesh and bone of his bone. No other body has to rise from a graveyard. Jesus Christ resurrected because he is the resurrection. Now I am identified in that body and I have been resurrected. 
Look at what Peter said on the day of Pentecost when speaking of the resurrection. David’s body did not rise from the graveyard, but rather it was the body of Jesus Christ that rose and David rose up in him. The patriarch’s body was still in the tomb, but an empty tomb was where Jesus body had laid.

ACTS 2:29-31  Men and brethren, let me freely speak unto you of the patriarch David, that he is both dead and buried, and his sepulchre is with us unto this day. Therefore being a prophet, and knowing that God had sworn with an oath to him, that of the fruit of his loins, according to the flesh, he would raise up Christ to sit on his throne; He seeing this before spake of the resurrection of Christ, that his soul was not left in hell, neither his flesh did see corruption.

The prophet said that Abraham and Isaac’s bodies are still lying in the grave but there is an empty tomb where Jesus body once laid. The bodies of the Old Testament Saints did not rise from a grave and there is no need of the New Testament Saints to get up out of the graveyard. The resurrection is not about dead flesh bodies. The resurrection is Jesus Christ resurrecting from the tombs to give us identification in a perfect body. 

The scriptures and quotes of prophets are a witness to our revelation. You can find many scriptures and quotes in our writings. If you go to the “Books & Writings” page you will find discussions on the resurrection in “The Revelation of the King’s Sword” and “The Fullness of the Person of Christ”, along with the short subjects in the writings. 

“Is the Rapture and Resurrection the same thing”

We know that we do not find the word “rapture” any where in the Bible. However, we do find our prophet using the word, “rapture”. Therefore let’s say the rapture is what he said it is, “The rapture is a revelation”. When I receive the revelation of Jesus Christ I have received the rapture. There are many beautiful things given to us in the scripture and I know that most won’t accept this but that is your rapture taking place. When you see a scripture for your day, and catch the revelation on that scripture, you are raptured right then. That is the rapture plain and simple; to catch the revelation on your scripture. I know that most do not see that and you will never see it unless God opens your eyes to what I’m saying. 

The scripture is clear about the resurrection and what it is. The resurrection is a Person; Jesus Christ. When I accept Jesus Christ, by revelation, I have been raptured or another term for the same thing is resurrected. I’m in Christ and Christ is in me; raptured and resurrected. The words are two terms for the same thing. The prophet uses the two terms rapture and revelation in his message on “The Rapture” and he inter-relates them all through the message. They are the same thing. 

Faith is a revelation according to Paul and the rapture is the revelation according to William Branham. Faith and Rapture is the same thing. Paul said we are raised in Christ by his faith. Faith, resurrection and rapture are three terms for the same happening in a person life. 

Matthew 22:31-32 But as touching the resurrection of the dead, have ye not read that which was spoken unto you by God, saying, I am the God of Abraham, and the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob? God is not the God of the dead, but of the living.

The dead in Christ are not dead but they are raptured into the heavenly dimensions and they are very much alive. They have been raised into a higher level of relationship to God and are not dead as he is not a God of the dead but the God of the living. They have been resurrected or raised in their understanding with Christ. They are not waiting on resurrection or rapture.

“Will Flesh Bodies Rise from the Grave and be Glorified”

No, there will be no flesh bodies rising from the graveyards and tombstones. It is an imaginary mythical resurrection that is a big a hoax as the rapture doctrines. There is resurrection for the flesh man as is soulish nature has to die and the human spirit has to be converted to another nature. The flesh man comes out of the creeds, traditions and denominations of the beast system that he was accepted and built around him. He resurrects from a fairy tale land and place of fables and myths and rises to a relationship with Christ through the new birth. 

And there is a real resurrection for the Theophany in the sense that the Theophany was buried into the terrestrial realm of the flesh body dimensionally and that Word Body is resurrected back out of the terrestrial realms from glory to glory. We came into this realm as a predestinated seed (heavenly body predestinated to earth). We were placed in an elected piece of earth and worked as a predestinated seed in the flesh man before we awoke to our purpose in this life. We then were raised in glory when we heard our Word for our day and we moved in glorification from a predestinated seed to a Christian walking and living the life of Christ. The new birth raised us to a level in the Mind of Christ that we became conscious of our surroundings and why we came into these realms.

We began to walk in our purpose and are positioned in Christ and begin to rise higher in glory and understanding. When the flesh life come to the point of ending and we decease from this terrestrial realm we are once again raised in glory as we break back into the celestial realms with a new glory and understanding that we could never have attained without going through these shadows of death. 

As we explained in questions #16 and #17 the flesh body does receive its glorification but it is in this life of the terrestrial. The new birth is the greatest glorification that the flesh man will ever receive. Flesh and blood can not inherit the Kingdom of God. The flesh man can not be moved to such a state of glorification that it takes part in the celestial realms of glory. 

Peter told us that the patriarch David’s body did not rise from the tomb. The prophet told us that the patriarchs Abraham and Isaac’s bodies are still in the grave! The resurrection is not about graveyards on the hillsides of the earth. The resurrection is about the dust body, the graveyard that you are walking around in right now. Daniel saw those who were asleep in the dust rise. No one is asleep in the graveyards and tombstones of the natural. The asleep are those walking around in dust bodies who haven’t heard the gospel for their day. When we preach the gospel the predestinated seed hears is and rises to the level of consciousness and purpose. Then they continue from glory to glory attaining the resurrection in this life. This is the truth of the resurrection.

“What Body will be the Final Body for us”

Our Eternal Heavenly Word Body is our final body. We are eternal beings and our eternal body has been and always will be the eternal body for us. Our heavenly body is eternal in the heavens and it is the Word Body that we have never disconnected from throughout eternity. We create bodies to live in and we change and glorify those bodies and we learn our experiences from the different type terrestrial bodies but they are not eternal. We pass through them, we learn from them, we gain glorification in the celestial from them but they are as the grass of the field and they wither away with the times and the seasons. 

II Corinthians 5:1 For we know that if our earthly house of this tabernacle were dissolved, we have a building of God, an house not made with hands, eternal in the heavens.

I PETER 1:24 For all flesh is as grass, and all the glory of man as the flower of grass. The grass withereth, and the flower thereof falleth away:  But the word of the Lord endureth for ever.

The prophets have shown us that the terrestrial falleth away and is as the grass of the field. And when that house of folly falls there is always our Eternal house in the heavens that continues on. That celestial house is our final body. It receives its glorification from going through the experiences of the other bodies. The terrestrial gives us the terrestrial by natural birth, the terrestrial sinful body, and the terrestrial redeemed and spoken word body. The terrestrial gives us the glorified condition upon our new birth and the Eternal Body in the heavens goes through each of these experiences. The earthly body is glorified by the baptism of the Holy Ghost and as long as God is living in it the body is immortal, incorruptible and can not die. Our Theophany has to leave the flesh body in order for it to die and nothing can make it die until we leave it. 

The Heavenly Body is the Theophany and it has a nature, a character of God which is our soul. The Soul has an eternal quality about it and the soul is the Theophany. The two are inseparable. That Eternal Soul was, is, and always will be connected to that Eternal Body. The terrestrial body takes on a human fleshly soulish nature at natural birth and the character of the Theophany takes over that human fleshly person at your new birth and converts that human spirit of the animal to another nature. Then the Heavenly and the earthly break down the middle wall of partition to walk in new life together. This condition is the glorified condition of the human body until it dies and returns to the earth from where it came. The human spirit goes back to God and is dissolved and its soul is no more. 

The Spirit-Man that is left is the Theophany with its Eternal Character and we continue on in that final body. It is the Being that carries the qualities of God and will continue to move through eternity gaining glorification and experience in every Eternal way.
