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“Are there two Lords as some try to teach today”
No, there are not two Lords. This falsehood is commonly taught among the Parousia groups of the message today. Jesus said, “A little while, and ye shall not see me: and again, a little while, and ye shall see me, because I go to the Father.” Jesus wasn’t talking about a “second person” going back to be with the first person. We know that there is no such thing as a first or a second person, but there is only “The Person”!
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78 God, all the fullness, all the Godhead bodily was in this Person, Jesus Christ. He was God, and God alone. Not a third person or a second person, or a first person; but the Person, God veiled in human flesh.

I CORINTHIANS 8:5-6 For though there be that are called gods, whether in heaven or in earth, (as there be gods many, and lords many,) But to us there is but one God, the Father, of whom are all things, and we in him; and one Lord Jesus Christ, by whom are all things, and we by him.

When Jesus was created in human body that part of him was real. The human body of Jesus was just as real as the Eternal Spirit. However, there was a difference. The human body was of temporal scripture and the Eternal Person was the application of Eternal scriptures. There are scriptures that speak of the Eternal and those that speak of the temporal. The human body of Jesus was made lower than the angels. However, I have said it many times, “While the Spirit of God is dwelling in a human body, that human body is just as much God as the Spirit of God. That human body is immortal and it is incorruptible and can’t die until the Spirit of God leaves it. 

PHILIPPIANS 2:6 Who, being in the form of God, thought it not robbery to be equal with God: 

While Jesus (the Eternal Spirit) was in the human body called Jesus there was one in the terrestrial who thought it not robbery to be equal with God. He was the representative, the personification of God in human flesh. He came from the Pillar of Fire and would return to the Pillar of Fire. During that time is when David, Jesus and Paul all spoke of “The Lord said unto my Lord”. When God the Father, Melchisedec, created the human body and called it Jesus and came and dwelled in it, then for a period of time the truth was before us, “The Lord said unto my Lord”. However, when that created body was deemed lifeless and hanging on Calvary Jesus had already made a promise in John 16:27-28, “For the Father himself loveth you, because ye have loved me, and have believed that I came out from God. I came forth from the Father, and am come into the world: again, I leave the world, and go to the Father.” The human body of Jesus finished its work in earth. 
Jesus reformed to the Pillar of Fire, the Father, and proved himself to be that in Acts 9 when he revealed himself to Paul as Jesus in the form of the Pillar of Fire. Nowhere do we find a promise where a human body will enter into Eternal life. It was finished and place back into the cosmos to be our mediator until we are finished with our human body.
