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“Do the Believers Go Through the Tribulation Period”

“Who are the Foolish Virgin and are They Lost”
The foolish virgins are rejecters of the word. They don’t have the Holy Spirit! And when the Lord him self speaks of them he says, “I never knew you”! They are a group of people that hear the same word that you hear and hear the call to come out of denomination under the midnight cry but refuse the word. The prophet said, “If they heard the word here and rejected it then they are lost”. 
Who are the foolish virgins? They are rejecters of the Word of God for their day. Will they ever be in the Kingdom of God? No, they reject the word and are lost. After the Bride is taken from the earth, or after the message has been preached in each age and the Bride has accepted the message, nothing will come in. What happens to them happens when they reject the word. The wrath of God is poured out upon the unbelievers.
